Sam Coleman Dunlap

Sam Coleman Dunlap, a native of Mississippi, received his undergraduate degree from Mississippi State University, Starkville, Mississippi and completed graduate work at the George Washington University in Washington, D.C with a major in Biology and graduate studies in Environmental Management.  

In 1981, Dunlap founded, and was CEO of  South Central Insurance Agencies Corporation (SCIAC), a managing general agency providing environmental impairment indemnification insurance for real property subject to historic contamination for which current owners or lenders might have assumed liability through purchase or foreclosure.  Coverage was provided through quota share contracts with Lloyds of London, and the insurance was sold through contract insurance agents throughout the U.S., with special underwriting emphasis  on large agricultural land holdings and formal industrial sites.  In early 1993, this business was sold to a major U.S insurance company.

Following the sale of SCIAC, Dunlap entered into a contract with the USDA Loan Resolution Task Force, created by the Department of Agriculture to address large farm loan deliquencies, to design a program to vet farm property subject to foreclosure for environmental impairment.  At the conclusion of this year long contract, Dunlap was invited to join the Foreign Agricultural Service as a Clinton Administration appointee, where he served as Special Assistant to the Administrator with duty assignments in Russia and Eastern Europe.

Upon leaving the Foreign Agricultural Service in 2000, Dunlap headed a USAID project in Romania developing weather indexed crop insurance, which was followed in 2003 by a USDA project in Sri Lanka developing agricultural finance facilities.  In 2004, Dunlap assumed the responsibility for development of Food for Progress projects in Kenya and Ethiopia, providing development assistance to  subsistence farmers through agricultual education, value chain and finance development. 

Dunlap currently is a senior partner in International Agricultural Services (IAS), , a firm specializing in agricultural development projects with emphasis on farmer education, market development, and agricultural finance.
